Provided that a Financial Bid is substantially responsive, the Procuring Entity will correct
arithmetical errors during evaluation of Financial Bids on the following basis:

(1ii) In case of procurement of Goods or services, additional quantity may be procured

by placing a repeat order on the rates and conditions of the original order.
However, the additional quantity shall not he more than 25% of the value of
Goods of the original contract and shall be within one month from the date of

expiry of last supply. If the service provider fails to do so. the Procuring entity

shall be free to arrange for the balance supply by limited Bidding or otherwise and
the extra cost incurred shall be recovered from the service provider.

3. Dividing quantities among more than one Bidder at the time of award (In case of

As a general rule all the quantities of the subject matter of procurement shall be procured from
the Bidder, whose Bid is accepted. However. when it is considered that the quantity of the
